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1. People who are described as walking with God

Enoch
Genesis 5:21-24  “21 When Enoch had lived 65 years, he became the father of Methuselah. 22 After he became the father of Methuselah, Enoch walked with God for 300 years, and he had other sons and daughters. 23 The entire lifetime of Enoch was 365 years. 24 Enoch walked with God, and then he disappeared because God took him away. “ (NET)

(glc) Enoch walked with God for 300 years.   The notes for the NET give one possible expansion for “walked”.  It may be implied that Enoch had “close fellowship with God” and had “devotion and piety” in his life.  God took him away.



Noah
Genesis 6:8 “8 But Noah found favor in the sight of the Lord.” (NET)
Genesis 6:9  “9 This is the account of Noah.
Noah was a godly man; he was blameless among his contemporaries. He walked with God. “ (NET)
(glc) Noah...godly..had proper relationships with others...Walked with God



Abraham
Genesis 17:1- 2 “ When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to him and said, “I am the Sovereign God. Walk before me and be blameless. 2 Then I will confirm my covenant between me and you, and I will give you a multitude of descendants.”  (NET)

(glc) Avoiding sin is one key to walking with God.
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
